Easthampton Drama Studio – Summer 2016 Program Overview
The mission of the Easthampton Drama Studio (EDS) is to provide high quality drama education opportunities for children living in the pioneer valley area.  By offering classes in the performing arts, the school hopes to establish an environment where students can experience the many benefits of a performing arts education: skills of communication, collaboration and improvisation.
Summer Program
The purpose of the summer program is to offer a positive drama educational experience of high quality to middle school aged students in the area.  Through the use of improvisational theater games that emphasize team building, pantomime, freedom of expression, and fun, students will develop their performing skills.  In addition, vocal coaching will be provided and students will be given the opportunity to sing and dance as part of their final performance, which will be each Friday at 2:00.

· Monday through Friday, 8:00-3:00

· July 11-15 and July 18-22 - 2 one-week sessions and participants can sign up for either or both weeks.
· For children entering grades 5-8
· Cost is $200 per week.

10:15-11:30 – Rehearsal for Friday performance

11:30-12:15 – Lunch


12:15-2:00 – Theater games and exercises

2:00-3:00 – Rehearsal for Friday performance (music and dance)

The Traditional Games
The traditional games that will be played help the group to bond as they have fun together and learn to work together.  Games such as Guess the Leader, versions of Tag, and concentration games will be played
Theater Games

The theater games are fun and quick improvisational games that help students lay aside their self-consciousness and get out of their heads as they learn to act on instinct and interact within the group.  These creative games present fun “problems” to be solved creatively and collaboratively; there are no right or wrong answers, only solutions.  Students learn to create character and story on the spot and become more expressive and confident performers.
Performance

Throughout the week the group will be working on mounting a show to be performed for friends and family at 2:00 on the last Friday of the session.  All students will have a role in these musical shows.
